John Pariwono, 
Expert Staff from the Directorate General of Higher Education, Ministry of 
Education and Culture of the Republic of Indonesia. Students from five 
universities – University of Indonesia, University of Gadjah Mada, 
Bandung Institute of Technology, Sepuluh November Institute of 
Technology and Atma Jaya Catholic University – were eligible to apply.
